DESCRIPTION
sb generates serial numbers, aeiiion keys and rgistration leys for SCO products. SCO products from
1992 and earlier may not be compatible with the licensing information generated by sb.

During installation of an SCO product, you will be prompted for at least a serial number and/atioacti
key. This information can be generated by calling sb without —r. In order to generate a serial number and
activation key (“SNAK”), you need the correct product ID, majargion and minorersion. The product ID

is an SCO-internal inger that denotes the licensed product. The major and mémsious denote theew

sion of the licensed product. This may not be the same as thesion the product is marketed as. ©Br
example, Unix\ire 7.1.4 has majorevsion 71 and minorersion 4. The distinction between 7.1.4, 7.1.4+
and 7.1.4 Definitie is made through the product ID, rather than #siwn fields.

On an SCO UNIX installation, you can use /etc/brand -d to list all known product IDs for that installa-
tion. Usually there is also a pre-installation and post-installation scuptilled with the SCO product that
shaws the specificxpectations for product ID anceeksion \alues; search those scripts for “brand -Q”.

Optionally, you can supply license data. License data is a semicolon-delimited list of fields that speeify v

ous aspects about the license in question. Each field consists of a character andlttegreayv “c4;u100”

denotes a license for four CPUs and 100 users. License data may also only consist of a single field. The fol-
lowing characters are knm:

c Number of CPUs.
d Expiry time of the license in days. This is used f@leation licenses.
k If no agument or a non-zerogument is gren, r@istration is required,t more than one user can

access the system. If thegament is zero, no géstration is required,u only one user can access
the system and possibly the netl stack is gimped.

u Number of users.
m Checksum wer the other fields. o0 must not supply this alue.

The characters g, g and xveaalso been obserd, hut their efect is unknavn. This program does not
check license data is not chedd for validity. Y ou must order the license data alphabetically.

After installation, you may also be @&skfor a ggistration key for continued operation. sb will generate a
registration ley if the —r flag is passed. ¥u need to supply either the serial number of the product and the
host ID, or a dlid registration lock. The host ID dérs for eery installation, een for the same product and
serial number If you have foigotten the serial number of the product, it can be found with /etc/brand

-L. The host ID can be found with /etc/brand -I. If you supply a re gistration lock, please bavare

that it contains semicolons (;).o will have to quote it to preent the shell from parsing the semicolons as
command delimiters.

EXIT STATUS
The sb utility exits 0 on success, and >0 if an error occurs.

It may prose adwantageous to first strictly finall an
SCO UNIX installation. If the outgoing connections look okay for approximately 24 hours, it may be safe to
let loose on the Internet. More cautious users may wishitow to 31 days.
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
